Records of
wins and losses will be recorded. Over the course of the four Training Camps, Team USA

Attendance at these gasshukus is mandatory, unless otherwise excused in advance by the
Manager/Coach.

3-4 Alternates to be chosen as “prospects’ for the 15" WKC. Should be 25 years old or

younger. These future potential Team USA members will train with Team USA, travel to Brazil

with Team USA, but will be an “alternate” or “hoketsu” that will not participate in the 14™ WKC.

The purpose of selecting these kenshi is to develop the next generation of Team USA members to

ensure that USA is properly represented in future WK Cs.
